
You may have seen the glossy newspaper recently distributed to our villages in which RES lay out their plans for giant industrial 
wind turbines to be installed at Barwick Hall Farm. As yet, no mention is made of their original intention to also use more land 

on Bluestone Farm, closer to South Creake and North Creake, and their plans in that respect remain unclear. We must remain 
vigilant. Their publication contains much predictable propaganda about wind energy in general and the suitability of this site in 
particular. WE  DO NOT AGREE - and will be challenging their assertions in detail in our next newsletter. But we feel you, the 
residents in these villages may wish to appreciate the true scale of these monsters - see the illustration to scale above. They 
will dwarf everything we value in our rural village way of life. Furthermore, we are not alone in our complete rejection of these 

proposals and the arguments put forward to support them - see quotes overleaf.
